d. A   lush,   jungle   safari   would   hold   the   adventure   you’re   looking   for.  
e. You   would   love   to   visit   a   National   Park   like   the   Grand   Canyon   or   Yosemite.  
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7.   It’s   finally    Sunday    and   .   .   .   you   did   it,   you   made   it   back   home!   When   you   think   back   on   your   adventures   in   Wanderly,   how   do   you  
feel?  
 

a. You   would   love   to   go   back   .   .   .   from   the   safety   of   the   pages   in   a   book.  
b. You   are   already   busy   making   a   scrapbook   of   everything   you   experienced   so   that   you   don’t   forget   a   single   detail.
